
CULTURAL FESTIVAL/PROGRAM OF CHUTIA COMMUNITIES  

 

INTRODUCTION 

1. Informative Society for Development Initiatives(ISDI), Head office House No.29 P.B 

Road, Rehabari, Guwahati, Assam has been working among various section of the society 

since last eight years. During these years ISDI has been proudly undertaken various 

schemes/projects for the benefit and development of marginalised people of Assam. This 

includes developmental projects amongst SC/ST and other backward communities, legal aid 

camps, the enhancement and promotion of various cultural diversity of Assam.  In which the 

position of Chutia community is very significant. Taking consideration of this fact ISDI 

organised a Cultural Festival/Program of Chutia community of entire Assam on 08-03-2020 

to 10-03-2020 at Gogamukh Higher Seconadry School Dhemaji under the guidance of 

Directorate of Welfare of Plain Tribe and Backward classes (WPT&BC). Total 530 members 

participated in the programme, besides one official and two eminent personalities from the 

renowned Assam film world were also present as chief guests in the cultural programme.  

2. The brief summary of the Cultural Festival/ Programme are as follows: 

 The “Chutia cultural festival/programme” held on 08-03-2020 to 10-03-2020 was 

eventful with the large participation of participants across Assam and the public support 

which received during the execution. The programme was officially inaugurated by Hon:  

Forest Minister Govt of Assam Mr. Atul Borah in the presence of Hon: Member Of 

Parliament of Lakhimpur constituency Mr. Pradan Baruha. Various other dignitaries in the 

Chutia community were also present on the occasion. 

3. In the inauguration speech the chief guest Mr. Atul Borah Minister of Forest Govt Of 

Assam being closely associated with  Chutia community  mentioned the importance of the 

cultural heritage of Chutia communities of Assam. He further reiterated the requirement of 

awareness to young generation   of cultural heritage of  Chutia communities.  He promised 

to approach the government to allot more funds and cultural events to promote the 

development of Chutia community across Assam to preserve the sanctity and diversity which 

is considered to be the beauty of Chutiya culture. 

4. Mr Pradan Baruha Member of Parliament of Lakhimpur constituency which is 

considered to be the home land of Chutia population in the history reiterated the cultural 

heritage and the close bonding of Chutia community to the land of Assam. The up liftment  of 

heritage culture of Chutiya community will only be possible with continuous efforts of own 

people and NGO’s while conducting such cultural festivals and programmes are 

commendable with due regards. He welcomed the steps taken by state govt towards the 

process to undertake various cultural activities amongst different communities in the Assam 

and ensured centre govt intervention in the same subject for the allocation of funds and 

resources on the same aspect.

(j) Bihu Husori performed by Chutia boys and girls from Golaghat. 

(k) Performance by renowned Assamese singer Kushum Kailash and which was 

the most crowd pulling event the entire Chutia Cultural festival.
